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Why Is This Called Secret Church?

The idea behind Secret Church comes from time David Platt spent teaching
and ministering among underground Asian house churches. Due to hostility
from the government, from the surrounding community, and even from
their own family, many of our brothers and sisters in Christ around the
world are forced to gather in secret, sometimes at the risk of their lives.

The plight of our persecuted brothers and sisters also explains why prayer for
the persecuted church is a major part of every Secret Church gathering. We
remember those who cannot meet openly, asking God to sustain their faith,
to change the hearts and the actions of their persecutors, and to use their
witness for the spread of the gospel. We also pray for the unreached, those
who have little or no access to the gospel.

Why So Much Teaching for One Night?

We realize that each Secret Church study contains too much biblical teaching
—over four hours worth!—to digest in one sitting. That’s one reason we
make it available in shorter segments at radical.net. However, this deluge
of teaching is meant to remind us of the hunger for God’s Word that exists
among many underground churches around the world.

With few opportunities to gather and little access to biblical teaching, our
persecuted brothers and sisters may meet for eight to twelve hours at a time
simply to sing, pray, and study God’s Word. This God-centered focus is a
helpful corrective to the desire for entertainment that characterizes many

church gatherings in the U.S.

What's the Goal of This Study?

We hope your faith will be strengthened as you encounter teaching from
God’s Word in this study. However, the truths you hear are not meant to
stop with you. You are encouraged to teach them to others as you meet
one-on-one or as you gather in small groups and churches. Secret Church
is intended to be a resource for making disciples both locally and globally.

We urge you to consider the role God may have for you and your church as
you take the glorious gospel of Jesus Christ to those in your own communities
and to unreached peoples among the nations.

Gospel Thread #1: The Character of God

* God is the holy, just, and gracious Creator of all things.

‘ In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. (Genesis 1:1)

o God is holy
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* God is perfectly unique, completely separate, and absolutely pure.

I am the LORD, your Holy One, the Creator of Israel, your King.
(Isaiah 43:15)

o God is just
* God justifies the innocent and condemns the guilty.

He who justifies the wicked and he who condemns the righteous
are both alike an abomination to the Lorp. (Proverbs 17:15)

o God is gracious

* God shows the guilty free and unmerited favor.

For the grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation for all
people . . . (Titus 2:11)

Gospel Thread #2: The Sinfulness of Man

* We are each created by God, but we are all corrupted

by sin.

Then God said, “Let us make man in our image, after our likeness. And
let them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of
the heavens and over the livestock and over all the earth and over every
creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” So God created man in his
own image, in the image of God he created him; male and female he
created them. And God blessed them. And God said to them, “Be
fruitful and multiply and fill the earth and subdue it, and have dominion
over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over
every living thing that moves on the earth.”

Gospel Thread #3: The Sufficiency of Christ

* Jesus alone is able to remove our sin and restore us to God.

For there is one God, and there is one mediator between God and
men, the man Christ Jesus. (1 Timothy 2:5)

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o Because of who He is.

* His humanity: See His humble character.

But it shall not be so among you. But whoever would be great
among you must be your servant, and whoever would be first
among you must be slave of all. For even the Son of Man came
not to be served but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom
for many.

Have this mind among yourselves, which is yours in Christ Jesus,
who, though he was in the form of God, did not count equality with
God a thing to be grasped, but emptied himself, by taking the form
of a servant, being born in the likeness of men.

* His deity: Hear His extravagant claims.

“One of the most extraordinary things Jesus did in his teaching
(and he did it so unobtrusively that many people read the Gospels
without even noticing it) was to set himself apart from everybody
else. For example, by claiming to be the good shepherd who went
out into the desert to seek his lost sheep, he was implying that the
world was lost, that he wasn’t, and that he could seek and save

it. In other words, he put himself in a moral category in which he
was alone. Everybody else was in darkness; he was the light of

the world. Everybody else was hungry; he was the bread of life.
Everybody else was thirsty; he could quench their thirst. Everybody
else was sinful; he could forgive their sins. Indeed, on two separate
occasions he did so, and both times observers were scandalized.
They asked, "Why does this fellow talk like that? He's blaspheming!
Who can forgive sins but God alone? (Mark 2:5-7; Luke 7:48-49).
If Jesus claimed authority to forgive the penitent, he also claimed
authority to judge the impenitent. Several of his parables implied
that he expected to return at the end of history. On that day, he
said, he would sit on his glorious throne. All nations would stand

before him, and he would separate them from one another as a
shepherd separates his sheep from his goats. In other words, he
would settle their eternal destiny. Thus he made himself the central
figure on the day of judgment.” — John Stott

o Because of what He has done.

" Jesus lived the life we could not live.

You know that he appeared in order to take away sins, and in him
there is no sin. (1 John 3:5)

* He was fully tempted by sin.
* He fully triumphed over sin.

For we do not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize
with our weaknesses, but one who in every respect has
been tempted as we are, yet without sin. (Hebrews 4:15)

* As perfect man, He alone is able to substitute for human sin.
* As perfect God, He alone is able to satisfy divine judgment.
= Jesus died the death we deserve to die.

He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, that we might die
to sin and live to righteousness. By his wounds you have been
healed. (1 Peter 2:24)

* The essence of sin: Man substitutes himself for God.
o Man asserts himself against God and puts himself where
only God deserves to be.
* The essence of salvation: God substitutes Himself for man.
o God sacrifices Himself for man and puts Himself where
only man deserves to be.

remove our shame).

For all who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God. For you
did not receive the spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but

you have received the Spirit of adoption as sons, by whom we

cry, "Abbal Father!” The Spirit himself bears witness with our spirit
that we are children of God, and if children, then heirs—heirs of
God and fellow heirs with Christ, provided we suffer with him in
order that we may also be glorified with him. (Romans 8:14-17)

* We can be assured by God the King (He will

» A place of continual rebellion, final separation, and eternal
duration.

... when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with his mighty
angels in flaming fire, inflicting vengeance on those who do not
know God and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord
Jesus. They will suffer the punishment of eternal destruction, away
from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of his might.

(2 Thessalonians 1:7b-9)

o Heaven is a glorious reality for those who trust in Jesus.

= A place of full reconciliation, complete resurrection, and ultimate
reunion.

But our citizenship is in heaven, and from it we await a Savior, the
Lord Jesus Christ . . . (Philippians 3:20)

* Will you turn from Jesus, or will you trust in Jesus?

For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever
believes in him should not perish but have eternal life. (John 3:16)

o Will you turn from Jesus?

Therefore God has highly exalted him
and bestowed on him the name that is above every name, so that at
the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and
under the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to
the glory of God the Father. (Philippians 2:5-11)

nature, and he upholds the universe by the word of his power. After

* The Trinity is eternal

In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. The earth
was without form and void, and darkness was over the face of the
deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering over the face of the waters.
(Genesis 1:1-2)

He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation. For
by him all things were created, in heaven and on earth, visible and
invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities—all
things were created through him and for him. (Colossians 1:15-16)

o The Father has always been and always will be God.
o The Son has always been and always will be God.
o The Spirit has always been and always will be God.

* The three persons of the Trinity are . . .
o Equal in terms of God’s essential attributes.

= All-powerful.
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‘ For nothing will be impossible with God. (Luke 1:37)
= All-knowing.

O Lord, you have searched me and known me! You know when | sit
down and when [ rise up; you discern my thoughts from afar. You
search out my path and my lying down and are acquainted with all
my ways. Even before a word is on my tongue, behold, O Lord, you
know it altogether. You hem me in, behind and before, and lay your
hand upon me. Such knowledge is too wonderful for me; it is high; |
cannot attain it. (Psalm 139:1-6)

= Loving.

Anyone who does not love does not know God, because God is
love.

Therefore God has highly exalted him and bestowed on
him the name that is above every name, so that at the name
of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and
under the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is
Lord, to the glory of God the Father. (Philippians 2:5-11)

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In the year that King Uzziah died | saw the Lord sitting upon a throne,
high and lifted up; and the train of his robe filled the temple. Above him
stood the seraphim. Each had six wings: with two he covered his face,
and with two he covered his feet, and with two he flew. And one called
to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts; the whole
earth is full of his glory!” (Isaiah 6:1-3)

o It is appropriate to worship the Father.
o It is appropriate to worship the Son.
o It is appropriate to worship the Spirit.

* Qur mind is finite

Yet among the mature we do impart wisdom, although it is not a
wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who are doomed to pass
away. But we impart a secret and hidden wisdom of God, which God
decreed before the ages for our glory. None of the rulers of this age
understood this, for if they had, they would not have crucified the Lord
of glory. But, as it is written, “What no eye has seen, nor ear heard, nor
the heart of man imagined, what God has prepared for those who love
him”—these things God has revealed to us through the Spirit. For the
Spirit searches everything, even the depths of God. For who knows a
person’s thoughts except the spirit of that person, which is in him? So
also no one comprehends the thoughts of God except the Spirit of
God. Now we have received not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit
who is from God, that we might understand the things freely given us
by God. And we impart this in words not taught by human wisdom but
taught by the Spirit, interpreting spiritual truths to those who are spiri-
tual. The natural person does not accept the things of the Spirit of God,
for they are folly to him, and he is not able to understand them because
they are spiritually discerned. The spiritual person judges all things, but
is himself to be judged by no one. “For who has understood the mind
of the Lord so as to instruct him?” But we have the mind of Christ.

(1 Corinthians 2:6-16)

o The Trinity is divinely revealed , not humanly
constructed.

o The Trinity is utterly unique , so any analogy is
insufficient.

o Can we know the doctrine of the Trinity exhaustively? _ No .

o Can we know the doctrine of the Trinity truly? Yes !
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® Qur salvation is secure

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received, or if you accept a different gospel from the one you accepted,
you put up with it readily enough.

For such men are false apostles, deceitful workmen, disguising
themselves as apostles of Christ. And no wonder, for even Satan
disguises himself as an angel of light. So it is no surprise if his servants,
also, disguise themselves as servants of righteousness. Their end will
correspond to their deeds. (2 Corinthians 11:13-15)

e Trinitarian Heresies:

Hear, O Israel: The Lorp our God, the Lorp is one. You shall love the
Lorp your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all
your might. (Deuteronomy 6:4-5)

o Modalism: Denies the first foundational truth of
the Trinity.
* Instead of three distinct persons, God has three distinct
modes

= God wears three different masks.

= Problems . ..
* Denies the relationships within the Trinity.
* Ignores the separation of persons in Scripture.
e Undercuts the doctrine of the atonement.

o Arianism: Denies the second foundational truth of
the Trinity.
* Denies the full deity of the Son and the Holy Spirit.
= Claims the Son is inferior in essence to the Father.

e Subordinationism teaches that the Son is eternal (not
created) and divine, but still not equal to the Father in
being or attributes.

* Adoptionism teaches that Jesus lived as an ordinary man until
His baptism, but then God “adopted” Jesus as His “Son” and
conferred on Him supernatural powers.

* Contemporary Arianism . . .
* A core distinction between Christianity and
Islam

* A core distinction between Christianity and cults.
o Polytheism: Denies the third foundational truth of
the Trinity.
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* The worship of more than one god.

Assemble yourselves and come; draw near together,you survivors of
the nations! They have no knowledge who carry about their wooden
idols, and keep on praying to a god that cannot save. Declare and
present your case; let them take counsel together! Who told this
long ago? Who declared it of old? Was it not I, the Lord? And there
is no other god besides me, a righteous God and a Savior; there

is none besides me. Turn to me and be saved, all the ends of the
earth! For | am God, and there is no other. (Isaiah 45:20-22)

And the rest of it he makes into a god, his idol, and falls down to
it and worships it.

By this you know the Spirit of God: every spirit that confesses
that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is from God, and every spirit
that does not confess Jesus is not from God. This is the spirit of the
antichrist, which you heard was coming and now is in the world already.

(1 John 4:1=3)

o Generally follow the instruction of one individual who
dictates false teachings.

For false christs and false prophets will arise and perform great
signs and wonders, so as to lead astray, if possible, even the elect.

(Matthew 24:24)

o Not to be confused with the occult.

= Attempts to gain supernatural knowledge or power
apart from the God of the Bible.

If a person turns to mediums and necromancers, whoring after
them, | will set my face against that person and will cut him off
from among his people. (Leviticus 20:6)

When you come into the land that the Lorp your God is giving

you, you shall not learn to follow the abominable practices of those
nations. There shall not be found among you anyone who burns his
son or his daughter as an offering, anyone who practices divination
or tells fortunes or interprets omens, or a sorcerer or a charmer or
a medium or a necromancer or one who inquires of the dead, for
whoever does these things is an abomination to the Lorp.

* Is it uncaring to criticize other beliefs?

* God the Father pointed to Jesus and said, “This is my Son.

o Another vision of the angel “Moroni” who told him of golden plates
written in hieroglyphics.
* Smith translated the writings with two reading crystals (Urim and

Thummim).
= Later became the Book of Mormon , containing
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the story of lost Israelites who migrated to America in the 6™
Century BC and were killed in battle in AD 428.

o Another vision from John the Baptist made Smith a priest

o In 1830, Smith founded the “Church of Christ,” later known as “The
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints.”

o Smith continued to receive revelations telling him
to move from New York to Ohio to Missouri and eventually to Illinois,
where the founder and his followers built the town of Nauvoo.

Tried to live a utopian vision of society.
Instituted polygyny (early Mormon leaders believed Jesus had
many wives).
Smith and his brother were arrested in 1844.
Later, a mob stormed the jail and killed them both.

* Mormons consider Smith a martyr.

¢ Others say Smith died in a violent shoot-out.

* Schism followed Smith’s death.
o A small group of Josephites became the Reorganized Church with
headquarters in Missouri.
o Most followed Brigham Young as their first President and
Prophet, who took followers to Utah in 1847 and built

Salt Lake City

* Today, over __16 _ million members in 30,000 congregations worldwide.
o Over 9 million members in North America.
o Over 70,000 missionaries around the world.

* Mormons in the United States . . .

o Commitment among Mormons:

__67 % are highly involved in their congregations (compare
with 43% among evangelical Protestants).

91% believe the Bible is the Word of God.

85% pray daily.

84% say religion is very important in their lives.

77 % read Scripture regularly.
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= From 2007-2014, the number of Mormons in the U.S. remained
roughly the same.
* In the same time period, the number of people who identify
as Christian dropped by _8 %.
o Claims by Mormons:

o Growing up in the church, he had great difficulty with the doctrines
of the Trinity and Hell
o At 18, organized a Bible class in Pittsburgh during the Bible Student
Movement of the 1870s and began teaching his view of these doctrines.
o In 1879, he began co-publishing his teachings in 7he Herald of the

Morning magazine.

o In 1884, he controlled the publishing and renamed the magazine 7he
Watchtower Announcing Jehovah’s Kingdom and founded

Zion’s Watch Tower Tract Society (now known as the Watch Tower
Bible and Tract Society).
* Circulation of first edition of the 7he Warchtower magazine was
6,000 copies per month.
= Today, the publishing complex in Brooklyn (their current
headquarters) produces 100,000 books and 800,000 copies of its
magazines per day .
¢ Claim to have a circulation of __42  million copies of each
issue of the 7he Watchtower, making its circulation larger
than any other magazine in the world.
* Second is Awake!, with a circulation of __41  million copies
for each issue.
o Russell claimed the Bible could ___only  be understood according
to his interpretations.

* After Russell’s death in 1916, Joseph Franklin Rutherford became
President of the Watch Tower Society.

* In 1931, Rutherford changed the name of the organization to “The
Jehovah’s Witnesses.”

* Believe they are the only “ pure ” religion, interpreting the
Bible as the early Christians did before it was corrupted in the 3rd and
4th centuries.

o Through door-to-door visits.

o Through distribution of literature

* Refer to their place of worship as a Kingdom Hall.”

¢ Unique perspectives . . .
o Do not celebrate Christmas or Easter (since Jesus’ death is what
saves).
o Do not celebrate birthdays (because such celebrations

have pagan roots).

o Do not accept blood transfusions (because they believe the Bible
prohibits ingesting blood).

o Clergy are unpaid , and tithing is not practiced.

o Believe that Jesus is the king of God’s kingdom and that he began
ruling in 1914 .

"Revelation 12:6, 14 indicates that three and a half times equal '1,260
days.” ‘Seven times’ would therefore last twice as long, or 2,520 days.
But the Gentile nations did not stop ‘trampling’ on God's rulership a
mere 2,520 days after Jerusalem’s fall. Evidently, then, this prophecy
covers a much longer period of time. On the basis of Numbers 14:34
and Ezekiel 4:6, which speak of ‘a day for a year,’ the ‘seven times’
would cover 2,520 years. The 2,520 years began in October 607 B.C.E.,
when Jerusalem fell to the Babylonians and the Davidic king was taken
off his throne. The period ended in October 1914. At that time, 'the
appointed times of the nations’ ended, and Jesus Christ was installed
as God's heavenly King (Psalm 2:1-6; Daniel 7:13, 14). Just as Jesus
predicted, his ‘presence’ as heavenly King has been marked by dramatic
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world developments—war, famine, earthquakes, pestilences (Matthew
24:3-8; Luke 21:11). Such developments bear powerful testimony to the
fact that 1914 indeed marked the birth of God's heavenly Kingdom and
the beginning of 'the last days’ of this present wicked system of things.”

How Do We Share the Gospel with Catholics?

* Proclaim justification by grace alone through faith alone in Christ alone

with passion

But now the righteousness of God has been manifested apart from the
law, although the Law and the Prophets bear witness to it—the
righteousness of God through faith in Jesus Christ for all who believe.
For there is no distinction: for all have sinned and fall short of the glory
of God, and are justified by his grace as a gift, through the redemption
that is in Christ Jesus, whom God put forward as a propitiation by his
blood, to be received by faith. This was to show God's righteousness,
because in his divine forbearance he had passed over former sins. It was
to show his righteousness at the present time, so that he might be just
and the justifier of the one who has faith in Jesus. (Romans 3:21-26)

We ourselves are Jews by birth and not Gentile sinners; yet we know
that a person is not justified by works of the law but through faith in
Jesus Christ, so we also have believed in Christ Jesus, in order to be
justified by faith in Christ and not by works of the law, because by works
of the law no one will be justified. But if, in our endeavor to be justified
in Christ, we too were found to be sinners, is Christ then a servant of
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sin? Certainly not! For if | rebuild what | tore down, | prove myself to be
a transgressor. For through the law | died to the law, so that | might live
to God. | have been crucified with Christ. It is no longer | who live, but
Christ who lives in me. And the life | now live in the flesh I live by faith in
the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me. | do not nullify
the grace of God, for if righteousness were through the law, then Christ
died for no purpose. (Galatians 2:15-21)

o Justification is the gracious act of God by which He declares a sinner
righteous solely through faith in Jesus.
o Justification is the gracious actof God . . .

If you, O LORD, should mark iniquities, O Lord, who could stand?
(Psalm 130:3)

Hear my prayer, O LORD; give ear to my pleas for mercy! In your faithful-
ness answer me, in your righteousness! Enter not into judgment with
your servant, for no one living is righteous before you.

Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or
famine, or nakedness, or danger, or sword? As it is written, “For
your sake we are being killed all the day long; we are regarded as
sheep to be slaughtered.” No, in all these things we are more than
conquerors through him who loved us. For | am sure that neither
death nor life, nor angels nor rulers, nor things present nor things
to come, nor powers, nor height nor depth, nor anything else in all
creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ
Jesus our Lord.

Why Is the Prosperity Gospel So Dangerous?

* It perverts our understanding of wealth in this world.

Two things | ask of you,; deny them not to me before | die: Remove far
from me falsehood and lying; give me neither poverty nor riches; feed
me with the food that is needful for me, lest | be full and deny you and
say, “Who is the Loro?” or lest | be poor and steal and profane the
name of my God. (Proverbs 30:7-9)

o Is wealth always a sign of God’s approval?

o Is poverty always a sign of God’s disapproval?

* It disregards the purpose of wealth.
o Does God give us more so that we can get more?

For | do not mean that others should be eased and you burdened, but
that as a matter of fairness your abundance at the present time should
supply their need, so that their abundance may supply your need, that
there may be fairness. (2 Corinthians 8:13-14)

o Or does God give us more so that we can give more?

The point is this: whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and
whoever sows bountifully will also reap bountifully. Each one must give
as he has decided in his heart, not reluctantly or under compulsion,

Behold, in this you are not right. | will answer you, for God is greater
than man.

Behold, God is exalted in his power; who is a teacher like him?
Who has prescribed for him his way, or who can say, “You have
done wrong"”? Remember to extol his work, of which men have
sung. All mankind has looked on it; man beholds it from afar.
Behold, God is great, and we know him not; the number of his
years is unsearchable. For he draws up the drops of water; they
distill his mist in rain, which the skies pour down and drop on
mankind abundantly.

His soul draws near the pit, and
his life to those who bring death. If there be for him an angel, a me-

Who gave him charge over the earth, and who laid on him the whole
world? If he should set his heart to it and gather to himself his spirit and
his breath, all flesh would perish together, and man would return to
dust.

o God uses suffering to bring us to repent of and renounce

all sin in our lives.

But you are full of the judgment on the wicked; judgment and justice
seize you. Beware lest wrath entice you into scoffing, and let not the

keep you from distress, or all the force of your strength? Do not long for
the night, when peoples vanish in their place.

What Is Theological Liberalism?

* What we are NOT talking about . . .

o Liberal views on the size of government, tax policies, or other similar

political issues.
o Every Christian who disagrees with you about something
in the Bible.
o People who reject Christianity altogether.

* What we ARE talking about . . .
o People who call themselves Christians yet deny Scripture and
orthodox Christian teaching on the primary doctrines of Christianity.
o Oftentimes in an attempt to . . .

. Adapt to a changing culture.
. Appeal to an increasingly non-Christian culture.

o Oftentimes with language that. . .
* Appears to be biblical

* Though it undercuts Scripture.
* Claims to be new _ and contemporary.

* Though it rehashes old heresies.

What Beliefs Characterize Theological Liberalism?

* Theological liberalism rejects the final authority of God’s Word.

o Interprets Scripture according to modern experiences

o Interprets Scripture according to popular reasoning
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o Interprets Scripture according to contemporary science

* Theological liberalism rejects God’s supernatural and

miraculous work in history.
o The crossing of the Red Sea is a metaphor for gaining

freedom from oppressive political systems.

o The resurrection of Christ is merely a symbol of hope in
the midst of difficult circumstances.

* Theological liberalism rejects the seriousness of individual sin
before a holy God.
o Decries injustice while downplaying evangelism

o Emphasizes general “spirituality” over ongoing
sanctification

* Theological liberalism rejects the Bible’s teaching on the person and work
of Christ

o Jesus is a good moral teacher, but not the divine Son of God.

o The cross is an example of God’s love, but not a

propitiation for God’s wrath.

* Theological liberalism rejects the Bible’s teaching on judgment
and eternity.
o Downplays or totally denies Hell.
o De-empbhasizes the holiness and wrath of God.

* Theological liberalism rejects certain teachings in Scripture when they
become unpopular or ridiculed.

o Particularly prone to discount or redefine biblical ethics.
o Especially prevalent in views on contemporary sexuality

* Theological liberalism rejects consistent teachings from the

church throughout history.
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o Claims to have progressed in knowledge and understanding.
o Implies at least ignorance (if not foolishness) in

Christians who have come before us.

How Should We Respond to Theological Liberalism?

* Recognize theological liberalism for what it is: a__non -Christian
religion.

| am astonished that you are so quickly deserting him who called you in
the grace of Christ and are turning to a different gospel—not that there
is another one, but there are some who trouble you and want to distort
the gospel of Christ. But even if we or an angel from heaven should
preach to you a gospel contrary to the one we preached to you, let him
be accursed. As we have said before, so now | say again: If anyone is
preaching to you a gospel contrary to the one you received, let him be
accursed. For am | now seeking the approval of man, or of God? Or am
| trying to please man? If | were still trying to please man, | would not
be a servant of Christ. (Galatians 1:6-10)

o The root of theological liberalism is unbelief

“Liberal Christianity can only supply an ineffectual echo to the massive
chorus of agreed and admitted unbelief. Don't be deceived by the fact
that this echo so often ‘hits the headlines.” That is because attacks on
Christian doctrine which would pass unnoticed if they were launched
(as they are daily launched) by anyone else, become News when the
attacker is a clergyman; just as a very commonplace protest against
make-up would be News if it came from a film star. By the way, did you
ever meet, or hear of, anyone who was converted from scepticism to a
‘liberal” or "demythologised’ Christianity? | think that when unbelievers
come in at all, they come in a good deal further.” - C.S. Lewis

o The answer to theological liberalism is regeneration
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Jesus answered him, “Truly, truly, | say to you, unless one is born

again he cannot see the kingdom of God.” Nicodemus said to him,
“How can a man be born when he is old? Can he enter a second time
into his mother’s womb and be born?” Jesus answered, “Truly, truly, |
say to you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter
the kingdom of God. That which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that
which is born of the Spirit is spirit. Do not marvel that | said to you,

‘You must be born again.” The wind blows where it wishes, and you hear
its sound, but you do not know where it comes from or where it goes.

So it is with everyone who is born of the Spirit.” (John 3:3-8)

some have made shipwreck of their faith, among whom are Hymenaeus
and Alexander, whom | have handed over to Satan that they may learn
not to blaspheme. (1 Timothy 1:18-20)

“I'm delighted that liberal theologians do their best to do what Pio
Nono said shouldn’t be done—try to accommodate Christianity to
modern science, modern culture, and democratic society. If | were a
fundamentalist Christian, I'd be appalled by the wishy-washiness of [the
liberal] version of the Christian faith. But since | am a non-believer who
is frightened of the barbarity of many fundamentalist Christians (e.g.
their homophobia), | welcome theological liberalism. Maybe liberal
theologians will eventually produce a version of Christianity so wishy-
washy that nobody will be interested in being a Christian anymore. If
so, something will have been lost, but probably more will have been
gained.” - Richard Rorty, American Philosopher

¢ Trust the Word of God over human wisdom, experience,

and reason.

Then | shall not be put to shame, having my eyes fixed on all your
commandments. (Psalm 119:6)

o We are prone to suppress truth .
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For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness
and unrighteousness of men, who by their unrighteousness suppress the
truth. For what can be known about God is plain to them, because God
has shown it to them.

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FOR MALAYSIA

Malaysia is a country full of complexity. With a diverse population of
Malaysians from Malay, Chinese, Indian, and indigenous ethnicities,
Malaysia is a multicultural hub of Southeast Asia. Although the country
might appear to be a society where many religions exist harmoniously,
Malaysia’s reputation as a liberal and tolerant Islamic country is steadily
declining.

In recent years, the country has seen subtle changes in political, religious,
and legal climates, leading to an increasing feeling of unease among
Christians and other minorities. There is growing pressure from segments
of the Muslim majority to enact stricter Islamic laws. Abductions and
increased pressure on Christians have also been causes for alarm among
Malaysia’s churches.

Evangelical Christians make up about 4 percent of the population of over
31 million. While other religions besides Islam are legal in Malaysia, the
church faces many obstacles and regulations, especially in terms of how
they relate to non-Christians. Churches face the difficulty of trying to be
salt and light while at the same time feeling the pressure of the government’s
regulations.

For example, in most Malaysian states, it is illegal to share the gospel with
Muslims (who make up roughly 60 percent of the population). Christians
who attempt to evangelize Muslims can be punished by the government.

For ethnic Malays, being a Malay and being a Muslim go hand in hand.
Muslims are not legally allowed to change their religion, and those who do
leave Islam often face persecution from the government and from their
families. Many are completely cut off from their parents, spouses, or
children and become socially isolated. Some are even sent to re-education
camps where former Muslims are pressured to return to Islam.

Adding to this persecution, Muslim-background believers (MBBs) are often
isolated from Christian community. Trust between MBBs is fragile in
Malaysia, as many do not want to risk being reported to the authorities.
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Some churches also struggle to welcome MBBs into their congregations due
to a fear of the government.

Unfortunately, tensions between races and religions have increased in
Malaysia. Minorities are often marginalized, especially non-Muslims.
Malaysian society is routinely segmented by ethnic groups or religious
affiliations, resulting in a culture where ethnic Malays are isolated from
the message of the gospel both legally and socially.

The challenges for the church in Malaysia are multifaceted. Our Malaysian
brothers and sisters need God’s power and wisdom as they seek to shine the
light of Christ while facing ever-increasing pressure to remain silent. Join
with us as we pray for Malaysia.

How To Pray For Malaysia

* Persecution awaits Muslims, especially ethnic Malays, who decide to leave
Islam and follow Jesus.
o Pray for new believers to have support from other Christians who
can disciple them and stand by them in persecution.
o Pray for Muslim Background Believers (MBBs) to remain strong in
their faith in the midst of efforts to get them to renounce Christ.
o Pray for Muslims to see the faith of MBBs and want to follow Jesus.

* Christians face punishment for sharing the gospel with Muslims.

o Pray for the church in Malaysia to have boldness in reaching
Muslims for Christ despite the risks.

o Pray for the church to navigate the many restrictions and regulations
placed upon them and to continue to minister effectively.

o Pray for church leaders to know how to wisely lead their
congregations to follow Christ and reach out to the lost
around them.

* MBBs are often isolated from Christian community.
o Pray for churches to know how to wisely welcome and disciple

MBB:s to help them grow in their relationship with Christ as part
of the body.
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o Pray for MBBs to have courage and trust to meet other MBBs
so that they can support one another.

o Pray for MBBs to become discipled and to lead the way in
getting the gospel to other Muslims.

¢ At least four Christians were abducted in 2017, and their whereabouts
are still unknown.

o Pray for these believers to stay strong in their faith and to lean on
Christ during this time of persecution.

o Pray for the families. Some have been in the spotlight since the
disappearances. Pray for them as they are questioned and have the
opportunity to speak publicly about their faith.

o Pray for others associated with these believers who have been
questioned and watched by government authorities. Ask that
they will remain strong and have support from other believers.

* Many people in Malaysia are under spiritual attack.

o Pray for Muslims who are secking Jesus. The enemy is using demonic
oppression, strange physical ailments, and more to deter them from
following Christ.

o Pray for MBBs who, in addition to facing persecution from family
and the government, are under great spiritual attack. Ask that their
faith would remain strong in the face of such darkness.

o Pray that Christians and non-Christians alike would see Christ’s
supremacy as the gospel is proclaimed.
