It is no longer I who 
live, but Christ who lives in me. And the life I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who 

loved me and gave himself for me. I do not nullify the grace of God, for if righteousness 
were through the law, then Christ died for no purpose.

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Then Solomon said, “The LORD has said that he would dwell in thick darkness. I have indeed built 
you an exalted house, a place for you to dwell in forever.” Then the king turned around and blessed all the 
assembly of Israel, while all the assembly of Israel stood. And he said, “Blessed be the LORD, the God of 

Israel, who with his hand has fulfilled what he promised with his mouth to David my father, saying, ‘Since 
the day that I brought my people Israel out of Egypt, I chose no city out of all the tribes of Israel in which 

to build a house, that my name might be there. But I chose David to be over my people Israel.’ Now it was 
in the heart of David my father to build a house for the name of the LORD, the God of Israel. But the 
LORD said to David my father, ‘Whereas it was in your heart to build a house for my name, you did 
well that it was in your heart. Nevertheless, you shall not build the house, but your son who shall be born 
to you shall build the house for my name.’ Now the LORD has fulfilled his promise that he made. For I 
have risen in the place of David my father, and sit on the throne of Israel, as the LORD promised, and I 

have built the house for the name of the LORD, the God of Israel. And there I have provided a place

Then the king, and all Israel with him, offered sacrifice before the LORD. Solomon offered as peace 
offerings to the LORD 22,000 oxen and 120,000 sheep.

The same day the king consecrated the middle of the court that was before the 
house of the LORD, for there he offered the burnt offering and the grain offering and the fat pieces of the 
peace offerings, because the bronze altar that was before the LORD was too small to receive the burnt 

offering and the grain offering and the fat pieces of the peace offerings.

	 4  To prosper a people.

Now when the queen of Sheba heard of the fame of Solomon concerning the name of the LORD, she 
came to test him with hard questions. She came to Jerusalem with a very great retinue, with camels 

bearing spices and very much gold and precious stones. And when she came to Solomon, she told him all 
that was on her mind. And Solomon answered all her questions; there was nothing hidden from the king 
that he could not explain to her. And when the queen of Sheba had seen all the wisdom of Solomon, the 
house that he had built, the food of his table, the seating of his officials, and the attendance of his servants, 
their clothing, his cupbearers, and his burnt offerings that he offered at the house of the LORD, there was 

no more breath in her. And she said to the king, “The report was true that I heard in my own land of 
your words and of your wisdom, but I did not believe the reports until I came and my own eyes had seen 

it. And behold, the half was not told me. Your wisdom and prosperity surpass the report that I heard. 
Happy are your men! Happy are your servants, who continually stand before you and hear your wisdom! 
Blessed be the LORD your God, who has delighted in you and set you on the throne of Israel! Because the 
LORD loved Israel forever, he has made you king, that you may execute justice and righteousness.” Then 
she gave the king 120 talents of gold, and a very great quantity of spices and precious stones. Never again 
came such an abundance of spices as these that the queen of Sheba gave to King Solomon. Moreover, the 
fleet of Hiram, which brought gold from Ophir, brought from Ophir a very great amount of almug wood 
and precious stones.  And the king made of the almug wood supports for the house of the LORD and for 
the king’s house, also lyres and harps for the singers. No such almug wood has come or been seen to this 

day. And King Solomon gave to the queen of Sheba all that she desired, whatever she asked besides 
what was given her by the bounty of King Solomon. So she turned and went back to her own 

land with her servants.

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n    The danger of wealth…
	 4  Leads to idolatry.

Now King Solomon loved many foreign women, along with the daughter of Pharaoh: Moabite, 
Ammonite, Edomite, Sidonian, and Hittite women, from the nations concerning which the LORD had 
said to the people of Israel, “You shall not enter into marriage with them, neither shall they with you, for 
surely they will turn away your heart after their gods.” Solomon clung to these in love. He had 700 wives, 

princesses, and 300 concubines. And his wives turned away his heart. For when Solomon was old his 
wives turned away his heart after other gods, and his heart was not wholly true to the LORD his God, 
as was the heart of David his father. For Solomon went after Ashtoreth the goddess of the Sidonians, 

and after Milcom the abomination of the Ammonites. So Solomon did what was evil in the sight of the 
LORD and did not wholly follow the LORD, as David his father had done. Then Solomon built a high 

place for Chemosh the abomination of Moab, and for Molech the abomination of the Ammonites, 
on the mountain east of Jerusalem. And so he did for all his foreign wives, 

who made offerings and sacrificed to their gods.
1 Kings 11:1-8

	 4  Results in immorality.

Then they sent to Jezebel, saying, “Naboth has been stoned; he is dead.” As soon as Jezebel heard that 
Naboth had been stoned and was dead, Jezebel said to Ahab, “Arise, take possession of the vineyard of 
Naboth the Jezreelite, which he refused to give you for money, for Naboth is not alive, but dead.” And 
as soon as Ahab heard that Naboth was dead, Ahab arose to go down to the vineyard of Naboth the 

Jezreelite, to take possession of it.  Then the word of the LORD came to Elijah the Tishbite, saying,  “Arise, 
go down to meet Ahab king of Israel, who is in Samaria; behold, he is in the vineyard of Naboth, where 
he has gone to take possession.  And you shall say to him, ‘Thus says the LORD, “Have you killed and 

also taken possession?”’ And you shall say to him, ‘Thus says the LORD: “In the place where dogs 
licked up the blood of Naboth shall dogs lick your own blood.”

1 Kings 21:14-19

I was very angry when I heard their outcry and these words. I took counsel with myself, and I brought 
charges against the nobles and the officials. I said to them, “You are exacting interest, each from his 

brother.” And I held a great assembly against them and said to them, “We, as far as we are able, have 
bought back our Jewish brothers who have been sold to the nations, but you even sell your brothers that 

they may be sold to us!” They were silent and could not find a word to say. So I said, “The thing that you 
are doing is not good. Ought you not to walk in the fear of our God to prevent the taunts of the nations 

our enemies? Moreover, I and my brothers and my servants are lending them money and grain. 
Let us abandon this exacting of interest.”

n   The responsibility of wealth…

a people as numerous as the dust of the earth. Give me now wisdom and knowledge to go out and come 
in before this people, for who can govern this people of yours, which is so great?” God answered Solomon, 

“Because this was in your heart, and you have not asked possessions, wealth, honor, or the life of those who 
hate you, and have not even asked long life, but have asked wisdom and knowledge for yourself that you 
may govern my people over whom I have made you king, wisdom and knowledge are granted to you. I 

will also give you riches, possessions, and honor, such as none of the kings had who were before you, 
and none after you shall have the like.”

Then the leaders of fathers’ houses made their freewill offerings, as did also the leaders of the tribes, the 
commanders of thousands and of hundreds, and the officers over the king’s work. They gave for the service 

of the house of God 5,000 talents and 10,000 darics of gold, 10,000 talents of silver, 18,000 talents of 
bronze and 100,000 talents of iron. And whoever had precious stones gave them to the treasury of the

But now I am writing to you not to associate with anyone who bears the name of brother if he is 
guilty of sexual immorality or greed, or is an idolater, reviler, drunkard, or swindler--not even to eat with 

Is it not those inside the church whom you are to 
judge? God judges those outside. “Purge the evil person from among you.”

It was written for our sake, because the plowman should plow in 
hope and the thresher thresh in hope of sharing in the crop. If we have sown spiritual things among you, 
is it too much if we reap material things from you? If others share this rightful claim on you, do not we 

even more? Nevertheless, we have not made use of this right, but we endure anything rather than put an 
obstacle in the way of the gospel of Christ. Do you not know that those who are employed in the temple 
service get their food from the temple, and those who serve at the altar share in the sacrificial offerings? 

In the same way, the Lord commanded that those who proclaim the gospel should get their living by the 
gospel. But I have made no use of any of these rights, nor am I writing these things to secure any such 

provision. For I would rather die than have anyone deprive me of my ground for boasting. For if I preach 
the gospel, that gives me no ground for boasting. For necessity is laid upon me. Woe to me if I do not 
preach the gospel! For if I do this of my own will, I have a reward, but if not of my own will, I am still 

entrusted with a stewardship. What then is my reward? That in my preaching I may present the 
gospel free of charge, so as not to make full use of my right in the gospel.

that you eat. For in eating, each one goes ahead with his own meal. One goes hungry, another gets drunk. 
What! Do you not have houses to eat and drink in? Or do you despise the church of God and humiliate 

those who have nothing? What shall I say to you? Shall I commend you in this? No, I will not.
1 Corinthians 11:17-22

Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty 
concerning the body and blood of the Lord. Let a person examine himself, then, and so eat of the bread 

and drink of the cup.  For anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body eats and drinks 
judgment on himself. That is why many of you are weak and ill, and some have died. But if we judged 
ourselves truly, we would not be judged. But when we are judged by the Lord, we are disciplined so that 
we may not be condemned along with the world. So then, my brothers, when you come together to eat, 
wait for one another-- if anyone is hungry, let him eat at home--so that when you come together it will 

not be for judgment. About the other things I will give directions when I come.

of money is a root of all kinds of evils. It is through this craving that some have wandered away 
from the faith and pierced themselves with many pangs.
