He received the sign of circumcision as a seal of the righteousness that he had by faith while he was still
uncircumcised.

are not merely circumcised but who also walk in the footsteps of the faith that our
father Abrabam had before he was circumcised.

But it is not as though the word of God has failed. For not all who are descended from Israel belong to
Israel, and not all are children of Abrabam because they are bis offspring but “Through Isaac shall your
offspring be named.” This means that it is not the children of the flesh who are the children of God, but the
children of the promise are counted as offspring.

(Romans 9:6-8 ESV)

As indeed he says in Hosea, “Those who were not my people I will call my people, and ber who was not
beloved I will call ‘beloved.”
(Romans 9:25 ESV)

And if you are Christ’, then you are Abrabam’s offspring heirs according to promise.
(Galatians 3:29 ESV)

For the promise to Abrabam and his offspring that he would be heir of the world did not come through
the law but through the righteousness of faith. For if it is the adherents of the law who are to be the
heirs, faith is null and the promise is void. For the law brings wrath, but where there is no law there is
no transgression. That is why it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on grace and be
guaranteed to all his offspring—not only to the adherent of the law but also to the one who shares the faith
of Abrabam, who is the father of us all, as it is written, “I have made you the father of many nations™—in
the presence of the God in whom he believed, who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things
that do not exist. In hope he believed against hope, that he should become the father of many nations, as
he had been told, “So shall your offspring be” He did not weaken in faith when he considered his own
body, which was as good as dead (since he was about a bundred years old), or when he considered the
barrenness of Sarahs womb. No distrust made him waver concerning the promise of God, but be grew
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strong in his faith as be gave glory to God, fully convinced that God was able to do what he had promised.
That is why bis faith was “counted to bim as righteousness.” But the words “it was counted to him” were
not written for his sake alone, but for ours also. It will be counted to us who believe in him who raised from
the dead Jesus our Lord, who was delivered up for our trespasses and raised for our justification.
(Romans 4:13-25 ESV)

0 We are recipients of Israels blessings.

As you come to him, a living stone rejected by men but in the sight of God chosen and precious, you
yourselves like living stones are being built up as a spiritual house, to be a holy priesthood, to offer spiritual
sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. For it stands in Scripture: “Behold, I am laying in Zion
a stone, a cornerstone chosen and precious, and whoever believes in him will not be put to shame.” So the

Devotion to the Church...

0 Membership in alocal church is not biblically commanded.
0 Membership in a local church is biblically implied.

The eye cannot say to the hand, “I have no need of you,” nor again the head to the feet, “I have no need of
you.” On the contrary, the parts of the body that seem to be weaker are indispensable, and on those parts
of the body that we think less honorable we bestow the greater honor, and our unpresentable parts are
treated with greater modesty, which our more presentable parts do not require. But God has so composed
the body, giving greater honor to the part that lacked it, that there may be no division in the body, but that
the members may have the same care for one another.

If one member suffers, all suffer together; if one member is honored, all rejoice together.

(1 Corinthians 12:21-26 ESV)

= Membership is implied by church gatherings.

The churches of Asia send you greetings. Aquila and Prisca, together
with the church in their house, send you hearty greetings in the Lord.
(1 Corinthians 16:19 ESV)

= Membership is implied by church discipline.

“If your brother sins against you, go and tell him his fault, between you and him alone. If be listens to you,

you have gained your brother. But if be does not listen, take one or two others along with you, that every

charge may be established by the evidence of two or three witnesses. If he refuses to listen to them, tell it to

the church. And if e refuses to listen even to the church, let him be to you as a Gentile and a tax collector”
(Matthew 18:15-17 ESV)

Twrote to you in my letter not to associate with sexually immoral people— not at all meaning the sexually
immoral of this world, or the greedy and swindlers, or idolaters, since then you would need to go out of the
world. But now I am writing to you not to associate with anyone who bears the name of brother if he is
guilty of sexual immorality or greed, or is an idolater, reviler, drunkard, or swindler—not even to eat with
such a one. For what have I to do with judging outsiders? Is it not those inside the church whom you are to
judge? God judges those outside. “Purge the evil person from among you.”

(1 Corinthians 5:9-13 ESV)

= Membership is implied by church leadership.
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Obey your leaders and submit to them, for they are keeping watch over your souls, as those who will have
to give an account. Let them do this with joy and not with groaning
for that would be of no advantage to you.

The next year, his income doubled, but he still lived on 28
pounds and gave 32 pounds away. In the third year, his income jumped to 90 pounds, and then in the
fourth 120 pounds, but again, he lived on 28 pounds and gave 92 pounds to the poor. Wesley preached
that Christians should not merely tithe, but give away all extra income once the family and creditors were
taken care of. He believed that with increasing income, the Christian’s standard of giving should increase,
not his standard of living.

Then came the day of Unleavened Bread, on which the Passover lamb had to be sacrificed. So Jesus
sent Peter and John, saying “Go and prepare the Passover for us, that we may eat it.” They said to him,
“Where will you have us prepare it?” He said to them, “Behold, when you have entered the city, a man

carrying a jar of water will meet you. Follow him into the house that he enters and tell the master of

the house, “The Teacher says to you, Where is the guest room, where I may eat the Passover with my
disciples?” And he will show you a large upper room furnished; prepare it there” And they went and
found it just as be bad told them, and they prepared the Passover. And when the hour came, he reclined
at table, and the apostles with him. And he said to them, “T have earnestly desired to eat this Passover
with you before I suffer. For I tell you I will not eat it until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.” And he
took a cup, and when he had given thanks he said, “Take this, and divide it among yourselves. For I
tell you that from now on I will not drink of the fruit of the vine until the kingdom of God comes.” And
he took bread, and when he had given thanks, he broke it and gave it to them, saying, “Ihis is my body,
which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me” And likewise the cup after they had eaten, saying,
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“Ihis cup that is poured out for you is the new covenant in my blood. But behold, the hand of him who
betrays me is with me on the table.

And they began to question one another,
which of them it could be who was going to do this.

For Iveceived from the Lord what I also delivered to you, that the Lord Jesus on the night when he was
betrayed took bread, and when he had given thanks, be broke it, and said, “Ibis is my body which is for
you. Do this in remembrance of me” In the same way also he took the cup, after supper, saying “This cup
is the new covenant in my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.” For as often as
you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lords death until he comes.

That
is why many of you are weak and ill, and some have died. But if we judged ourselves truly, we would not
be judged. But when we are judged by the Lord, we are
disciplined so that we may not be condemned along with the world.

The cup of blessing that we bless, is it not a participation in the blood of Christ? The bread that we break,
is it not a participation in the body of Christ? Because there is one bread, we who are many are one body,
for we all partake of the one bread. Consider the people of Israel:
are not those who eat the sacrifices participants in the altar?

For, in the first place, when you come together as a church, I bear that there are divisions among you.

So then, my brothers, when you come together to eat, wait for one another— if anyone is hungry, let him
eat at horme—so that when you come together it will not be for judgment.

On the first day of the week, when we were gathered together to break bread, Paul talked with them,
intending to depart on the next day, and he prolonged his speech until midnight.

= A traditional misunderstanding: a change of substance that results in

salvation.

“By consecration the transubstantiation of the bread and wine into the Body and Blood of Christ is
brought about. Under the consecrated species of bread and wine Christ himself, living and glorious, is
present in a true, real, and substantial manner: his Body and bis Blood, with his soul and his divinity

And after them went Hoshaiah and half of the
leaders of Judah, and Azariah, Ezra, Meshullam, Judah, Benjamin, Shemaiah, and Jeremiah, and
certain of the priests’ sons with trumpets: Zechariah the son of Jonathan, son of Shemaiah, son of
Mattaniah, son of Micaiah, son of Zaccur, son of Asaphs and bis relatives, Shemaiah, Azarel, Milalai,
Gilalai, Maai, Nethanel, Judah, and Hanani, with the musical instruments of
David the man of God. And Ezra the scribe went before them.
At the Fountain Gate they went up straight before them by the stairs of the city of David, at the ascent of
the wall, above the house of David, to the Water Gate on the east.
(Nehemiah 12:31-37 ESV)

Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly, teaching and admonishing one another in all wisdom, singing
psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, with thankfulness in your bearts to God.

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Pay careful attention to yourselves and to all the flock, in which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to
care for the church of God, which he obtained with his own blood. I know that after my departure fierce
wolves will come in among you, not sparing the flock; and from among your own selves will arise men
speaking twisted things, to draw away the disciples after them. Thercfore be alert, remembering that for
three years I did not cease night or day to admonish everyone with tears.
(Acts 20:28-31 ESV))

The saying is trustworthy: If anyone aspires to the office of overseer, he desires a noble task. Therefore
an overseer must be above reproach, the husband of one wife, sober-minded, self-controlled, respectable,
hospitable, able to teach, not a drunkard, not violent but gentle, not quarrelsome, not a lover of money.
He must manage his own household well, with all dignity keeping his children submissive, for if someone
does not know how to manage his own household, how will be care for Gods church? He must not be
a recent convert, or he may become puffed up with conceit and fall into the condemnation of the devil.
Moreover, he must be well thought of by outsiders, so that he
may not fall into disgrace, into a snare of the devil.
(1 Timothy 3:1-7 ESV)

This is why 1 left you in Crete, so that you might put what remained into order, and appoint elders in
every town as I directed you— if anyone is above reproach, the husband of one wife, and bis children are
believers and not open to the charge of debauchery or insubordination. For an overseer, as Gods steward,

must be above reproach. He must not be arrogant or quick-tempered or a drunkard or violent or greedy
for gain, but hospitable, a lover of good, self-controlled, upright, holy, and disciplined. He must hold firm

to the trustworthy word as taught, so that he may be able to give instruction in sound
doctrine and also to rebuke those who contradict it.
(Titus 1:5-9 ESV)

Deacons: Leading Servants in the Church
