HOW TO DRAW

A fennec fox from Egypt

Start with two ears by drawing curved lines
that come to a point on each side. Draw a
frown-shape across the bottom of each ear.

Sketch a nose and two circle eyes. From the
bottom middle, continue lines on either side
of the nose and then around the eyes.

Draw a curved line for the back.

. Complete the face with hair on each cheek

and a smile-shape under the nose. Draw the
front and back leg, giving three toes for each.

. Behind the legs just drawn, draw two shorter

legs that match. Sketch hair on the chest and
belly of the fox.

. Finish the fox by adding a bushy tail. Sketch

small lines on the tail to look like hair.
